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MESSAGE FROM THE RABBI

In the busyness of our everyday lives, we
sometimes forget to pause and offer thanks.
Each day, we move from one task to the next,
one meeting to another. Our lives can be
hectic, and it is easy to feel we have stepped
onto a treadmill set at a pace in which we are struggling simply
to keep up. Emails and texting, phone calls and to-do lists,
carpools and clutter -- technology quickens the pace, while our
soul’s natural rhythm may yearn to slow down.

Rabbi Abraham Joshua Heschel recognized a powerful
truth when he wrote in his 1951 book, The Sabbath: Its
Meaning for Modern Man, “Technical civilization is man’s
conquest of space. It is a triumph frequently achieved by
sacrificing an essential ingredient of existence, namely, time.

. But time is the heart of existence. ... Life goes wrong when
the control of space, the acquisition of things of space,
becomes our sole concern.” Time and space are interrelated,
Heschel reminds us, but Judaism is a religion of time aiming at
the sanctification of time. Judaism teaches us to consecrate as
holy particular moments in time.

We can slow down. Shabbat is our weekly sanctuary of
holy time, one day of each week set aside to stop and give

thanks to the One who gives us life. Shabbat is sacred time,
time to come home, quiet ourselves, and refresh our spirits.

A central theme of Shabbat is thanksgiving. On Shabbat
we give thanks to God for the awesome beauty that flows
through the natural world. We remind ourselves that we are
part of the created world -- not only doers and makers, but
more essentially, precious beings with life breathed into us by
the One we call God.

A friend of mine who is the executive director of an
organization once shared with me that she keeps a journal in
which she lists all of the people she comes into contact with
who did something for which she feels grateful. At the end of
each week, she sets aside time to sit down and select from that
list ten people to whom she then writes notes of
acknowledgement - a brief thank you, a note that she noticed,
a few lines of writing to say that an act of compassion or care
was noticed, appreciated.

I am inspired by this practice. I have not mastered it - well,
not yet.

In any given week at Congregation Beth Israel, so many
people contribute so much, all of which makes possible the

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A Message from the President

I am inspired when I read this passage from our prayer book about the belief that
“...wherever we go, it is eternally Egypt, that there is a better place, a promised land;
that the winding way to the promised land passes through the wilderness. That there
is no way to get from here to there except by joining hands and marching together.”

We have been marching together to this new synagogue step by step. Although it is not
the promised land, it should be a very pleasant place to worship and study. I have
listed below the steps, the approximate cost of each step, and the status of each step.
While we are doing each step we secure the financing for the next step. We keep doing
this, taking action on the present step, as we raise the money to do the next step. We
try to keep going forward, step by step, together until we are there.

Step 1 Design the building, $800,000 done

Step 2 Buy the lot, $800,000 done

Step 3 Site Work  $300,000 done

Step 4 Foundation, $300,000 Scheduled for Spring 2010

Step 5 Building the Shell (Outside of building), $2,100,000 Setting up financing now
Step 6 Social Hall, Interior, $500,000, pending

Step 7 Complete Site Work, $400,000 pending

Step 9 Sanctuary, Interior $600,000 pending

We are ready to start step 4 this spring and we are already working on the financing for
step 5. It's my dream to start construction of the actual building (step 5) by the
summer of 2010. And we are just one step away. Step 5 is the biggest step. If we can
secure the financing for step 5, it will be manna from heaven.

Haiti Relief Still Needed

When a magnitude 7 earthquake struck
Port-au-Prince, Haiti, on January 12, the
world responded immediately, pledging
more than $600 million to the enormous
relief effort facing that devastated region.
The heartbreaking pictures and stories we
saw each day moved many of us to give
what we could to help the victims of this
terrible disaster.

While the story is no longer part of the
daily news cycle, the need is unchanged.
Recent torrential rains have swamped
some makeshift camps, which currently
house 500,000 people, and aid agencies
and the Haitian government warn of
another  humanitarian  disaster if
adequate shelter and sanitation do not
arrive before the rainy season — which is
expected to start between March and May
and continue until autumn.

Last month Rabbi Enger suggested two
organizations to consider for Haiti
tzedakah donations. For those who are
able to contribute financially, we are
listing these agencies again, with
awareness that these are two among
many possibilities:
