MESSAGE FROM THE RABBI

As I sit down to write this month’s Rabbi’s
Message for the it is yet again another
incredibly beautiful summer day here in the
Pacific Northwest. How blessed we are to live
in such a magnificent place. The natural
beauty and opportunities to experience the
outdoors are abundant and extraordinary, and I find myself
frequently exclaiming the same words attributed to our
ancestor Jacob in the book of Genesis of the Torah:

Jacob calls out, “How awesome is this place!
This is none other than the house of God...” (Gen. 28:17). Like
Jacob, let us be sure to recognize the awesome beauty of this
particular place as well as God’s presence in it.

Jewish tradition invites us to remember that God is the
Source of nature’s gifts and beauty. Specific blessings exist for
us to offer in response to experiencing the wonders of the
natural world. Upon seeing wonders of nature, including
lightning, shooting stars, vast deserts, high mountains and
sunrise or sunset, we say:

(Blessed are You Adonai,
our God, Sovereign of the universe, source of creation.) Upon
seeing trees or creatures of striking beauty, we say:

who has such beauty in your world.) Upon seeing the ocean, we

(Blessed are You Adonai, our God, Sovereign
of the universe, who has made the great sea).

& Also, when experiencing the awesome beauty of the
natural world, you may want to try offering your own
spontaneous blessings, words of thanksgiving, praise,
exclamation of awe and delight to the One who created the
world. Summer is the season of nature’s delight. I hope you’ll
set aside time to enjoy being outside.

On the Jewish calendar, however, as summer moves further
along, we take on a more introspective mood. Beginning on
Rosh Chodesh Elul, which this year takes place on August 10
and 11, and continuing through the month of Elul up to the
New Year/Rosh Hashanah, we engage in a 1
an accounting of the soul. What this means is that we are
urged to look honestly at ourselves - where we are now in our
relationships and the various aspects of our lives, where we
have been and what we have done during this past year.
Through a systematic and honest process of introspection and
examination, we attempt to determine the ways in which our
lives are currently out of balance, how we have missed the mark
and what we need to do to move back (or for the first time) to a

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A Message from the President

Since I'm often asked these days about Turkey, I'll tell you what I think. Turkey is
on the verge of awakening from a very long slumber, looking to regain some of its
former grandure as THE regional powerhouse. Since most of the region is Muslim,
Turkey must pander to its audience. How best to do this, to take on a Muslim cause? In
the case of the Israeli blockade of the terrorist territory of Gaza, the president of
Turkey and his Islamic-based party backed the sending of ships to bust the blockade.
(What happened to Kemal Ataturk’s ideas of a secular Turkish government?)In so
doing, Turkey forced Israel into a no-win situation. Israel couldn’t abdicate its
responsibility to enforce the blockade, so it sent its naval commandos to intercept the
ships and divert them to an Israeli port for inspection. All but one of the ships
complied.

The largest ship with over 600 people on board, including 50 specially trained
“peace activists” who came prepared to enter into battle with the Israel Navy, did not
comply. As we have seen on the videos, these “peace activists” were as peaceful as a
group of anarchists at a WTO meeting, and attacked the Israelis as they landed on the
ship. Last week I had a long conversation with my friend Maj. “E”, an officer with the
naval commandos whose men are currently recovering from gun shots, stab wounds
and broken bones as a result of their encounter with these people with such peaceful
intentions. He told me to watch for an interview on CBS “60 Minutes”. I hope they
don’t do a hatchet job on this story...let’s watch and see what happens.

On a more upbeat note and closer to home: Not all the explosions heard recently were
part of the July 4™ celebrations. We also blew up the basement area of the new
synagogue. Currently the large rock fragments are being crushed into useable gravel to
be turned into backfill and under-layment for the parking lot and driveway. At this
time about 25% of the crushing has been completed.
